On the day of the Trials, the BJA Area/Home Country will advise medalists that they now need to
enter the 2010 British Championships event of which there are two methods of entry for this year, the
new online entry system (which will be used as the main entry process into the 2010 British
Championships) and the original paper entry process.

ON-LINE ENTRY SYSTEM

The online entry system is a more secure process and will allow for confirmation to be obtained within
moments of an entry being processed. The online system ensures that entries are processed
correctly and that payment is taken via a secure site. We are recommending that entrants complete
the application online to ensure all of their details are correct. By using the online booking system it
will eliminate the chance of entries getting lost in the post, processing errors of details and it allows a
secure payment to be made.

The online entry system can be accessed via www.britishjudo.org.uk/enteronline. To validate an
entry, all entries will be cross referenced with the Area/Home Country results sheets; checks will be
made to ensure the player holds a valid BJA, BJC, AJA, NIJF, WJA or JudoScotland licence and that
they can prove British Citizenship before the entry is accepted and if complete, confirmed.

Learning To Train

Minimum grade: GREEN BELT
Shimewaza are NOT permitted in any weight categories for Pre Cadet Girls.
Kansetzu-Waza are NOT permitted in any weight categories for Pre Cadet Girls.

Contest duration 3 minutes. Golden Score duration 2 minutes.

Competitors must hold a current BJA, NIJF, WJA or JudoScotland licence or hold a current licence
from the BJC or AJA. All competitors must bring their licence to registration.

BJC & AJA competitors must compete in the Area Trials which the club specified in their licence
corresponds to, for example, if a players resides in Sheffield but trains at Cedars Judo Club in
Leicestershire the player should compete in the Midland’s Area Trial event. There are no exceptions
to this rule. Please note this will be checked by the Area and BJA.

The wearing of blue & white judogi is COMPULSORY for this event.

The competitor called for a contest first must wear a blue suit. The competitor called for a contest
second must wear a white suit. All competitors must wear a belt of which is appropriate to their grade.
The BJA will provide blue judogis for those athletes whose own suit fails judogi control or is damaged.

BJA contest rules will be in force throughout the event. All other regulations for this event will be in
accordance with the BJA Tournament Handbook, with the following exceptions: -

Under BJA Rules if any contestant at this event receives a direct Hansoku-Make

(disqualification) penalty he/she will normally be disqualified from that contest only. However if both
the referee and judges agree that the action penalised by Hansoku was against 'the spirit of judo’then
they may recommend that the offending player should not be allowed to continue in the competition.
Having made this decision, the Referee and Judges will request that the table officials inform the
Competition Controller of their recommendation.

In all instances, the final decision to disqualify any player from the remainder of the competition will be
made by the Tournament Director in consultation with the Referee and Judges involved and the
Referee In Charge.

Any competitor who fails to arrive in time for his first contest will lose that contest by FUSEN-GACHI
and will be eliminated from the competition.

Testing may be conducted by UK Anti-Doping (UKAD)

UKAD may conduct drug testing at this event. Therefore any player entering the event may be drug tested, and
will need to obtain a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE) if taking any medication containing banned substances.

Directions to IceSheffield:

From M1 (travelling North): Leave motorway at
junction 34 (Sheffield Meadowhall). At the
roundabout follow signs A6178 City Centre and
Attercliffe. Go past Meadowhall Shopping Centre
on your right. Keep straight on this road. Go past
the Sheffield Arena on your left. Keep straight on
this road (Attercliffe Road). IceSheffield is on your
left, just before the English Institute of Sport.

M1 (travelling south) - Leave motorway at
Junction 34. Follow brown signs for Don Valley
Stadium / HallamFM Arena (A6109 also signed
City). Pass Meadowhall shopping centre on your
left, travelling straight on for approximately two
miles. At the first roundabout turn left on to Hawke
Street / Janson Street (following signs for Don
Valley Stadium / Hallam FM Arena). At next roundabout turn right on to Attercliffe Common (A6178),
signed IceSheffield.
