Armlocks and strangles will be permitted in groups with Green (3rd Kyu/10th Mon) to Brown (1st 
Kyu/18th Mon) belts only. 
 
It is the judoka’s/parent’s responsibility to check that their membership/licence is in date and that they 
meet the eligibility criteria to compete ie age, grade.

There are no set weight categories. All players will be sorted into groups based on weight and grade 
depending on entries.

Upper Kyu – 1st (Brown Belts) Kyu grades 
 
Middle Kyu – 2nd & 3rd (Blue & Green Belts) Kyu grades 
 
Lower Kyu – 4th 5th 6th Kyu grades (Orange, Yellow, Red and White Belts)

All competitors MUST bring their VALID judo membership/licence to registration and also their Record Book 
showing their grade. Digital memberships must be able to be accessed to show valid date and member’s 
grade. 
 
Players are NOT permitted to change in the designated official weigh-in area. 
 
The use of mobile phones is NOT PERMITTED in the weigh in area (except to access a digital 
membership).
