Compound Knockout will be used throughout the weekend for weight groups of 8 or more players.  
The Tournament Director has the right to combine weight categories when there are insufficient entries 
in any weight group. Contest duration will be: Minors - Three (3) minutes, Pre-cadets three (3) Cadets four (4) 
minutes. Golden score for Cadets and Pre-cadets will be unlimited and will continue until the first score is given. 
In Minors Group 1 Golden score will be limited to 3 minutes or until a penalty or score is awarded as  per 
Technical Restrictions rules. 

 
All competitors - Male and Female must present themselves at the Open weigh-in area, wearing 

competition acceptable judo-gi trousers and a white t-shirt. 
 
The following allowance of 0.8KG will be given as advised by the BJA.  

 

GROUP 1: MINORS – Competitors born in years 2014 to 2018 (must be 8 on day of event) 
There will be NO Shime-waza or Kansetsu-waza and Technical restrictions will apply. 

     Minimum Grade: 4TH MON  

GIRLS: u25kg, u28kg, u32kg, u36kg, u40kg, u44kg, u48kg, u52kg, u57kg, o57kg 

BOYS: u27kg, u30kg, u34kg, u38kg, u42kg, u46kg, u50kg, u55kg, u60kg, o60kg 

 

GROUP 2: PRE-CADETS – Competitors born in years 2012 to 2013  
There will be NO Shime-waza or Kansetsu-waza allowed 

     Minimum Grade: 6th MON

Shime-waza and Kansetsu-waza will apply 

     Minimum Grade: 10th MON / 3rd KYU

BOYS: u42kg, u46kg, u50kg, u55kg, u60kg, u66kg, u73kg, u81kg, u90kg, o90kg

In the Junior and Senior sections, an open weigh-in will take place for ALL COMPETITORS. 

Competitors must present themselves to the weigh-in wearing competition acceptable judo-gi 
trousers and a white t-shirt if Under 18 years of age.

     Minimum Grade: 10th MON / 3rd KYU

Young Men u55kg; u60kg; u66kg; u73kg; u81kg; u90kg; u100kg; O100kg 

 

GROUP 5: SENIORS – Competitors must be a minimum age of 14 years 
Shime-waza and Kansetsu-waza will apply 

      Minimum Grade: 10th MON / 3rd KYU 

Women u48kg; u52kg; u57kg u63kg; u70kg; u78kg; O78kg 

Men u60kg; u66kg; u73kg; u81kg; u90kg; u100kg; O100kg 

Please note: If you are competing in more than one group ie Junior Group 4 + Senior Group 5 – 
then you will only have to weigh-in once, but you must also register for the second group in the 
weigh-in area - so that your weight can be transferred for you to compete in the second group, if 
you do not register for that group then you will not be put into the draw.
