Group C: 12 to 15 years inclusive on the day. Technical restrictions will apply. No
armlocks/strangles. Maximum grade 6" mon. Approx 1.30pm to 4pm

Format: Each group will have a 45-minute judo session followed by a mini competition.
For the competition all players will be placed in pools of 4 to 6 (where possible)
to their closest weight and age. All players will receive a medal.

Weigh in: Approx timings above for start of each session and any changes will be published
and emailed to entrants. Competitors need to wear white judo trousers and a
white t-shirt to weigh in and compete.
