The reference standard for all kata is the relevant Kodokan teaching film.  

 

Participants must strictly wear white judogi only. 

Assessment: The EJU and IJF kata tournament marking system will not be used for this tournament.  

Each technique will be scored out of 10, with 10 representing a perfect execution, and 0 given for an 

omitted or totally incorrect technique.  

There will be additional marks out of 10 for opening and closing etiquette. 

 

Competitors are allowed to participate in each kata only once, and only in one age category per 

kata.
