There will be NO weight categories.  Judoka will be weighed and put into a group of 4 to 5 

maximum. Based on Age, Weight, Grade & Gender. 

Categories will be Round Robin pools with all players receiving a medal

All players must wear ideally a white judogi and White T-Shirt 

British Judo Technical Restrictions will be used throughout this event.  The Tournament Director 

reserves the right the combine or alter categories should the entries or ability levels dictate. The

allowance. 

Group A 9am – All other groups weigh in times will be announce 1 week before event
